From a spectator perspective, 42 per 
cent of the national television viewing audience is 
female with more than 35 per cent of AFL and club 
members are female.
As the AFL celebrates Women’s Round this week, 
we ask that you too make a special effort to thank 
those females that help make match day at your 
club what it is. Whether it is the ladies running the 
canteen, those preparing the team sheet, your mum, 
wife or girlfriend who drives you to the game or 
washes your dirty gear, and make sure you let them 
know you appreciate the role they play in keeping our 
great game going.

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History will be made this Saturday night, when the first 
ever AFL women’s match between the Melbourne Football 
Club and Western Bulldogs will be played at the MCG.
Held in conjunction with Women’s Round, the match will 
be played under lights at the MCG as a curtain raiser to the 
Round 14 clash between the AFL’s Western Bulldogs and 
Melbourne.
With over 200 women registering for the inaugural AFL’s 
Women’s Draft last month, the top 50 women from around 
Australia will strap on the boots and etch their names 
into the record books as they play in the first all-female 
exhibition match. 
Two players from the WRFL’s St.Albans Football Club 
women and youth girls teams were among the top 50 
women selected, pulling on the red and blue jumper for 
the Demons.
Bree White (pick number 23) and 18-year-old Madeline 
Keryk (pick number 21) from the VU St Albans Spurs are 
excited to run out on the sacred MCG turf.
“I am extremely excited about playing in the game and 
so grateful I have the opportunity to be part of it and to 
play with the best women in the country will be such an 
amazing experience, I can’t wait!” Keryk said. 
The occasion will not only see the country’s top female 
footballers wear the AFL club guernseys, but will also 
be the first time AFL clubs have competed in an AFL-
sanctioned women’s match. 
Selected by the Western Bulldogs at pick two, Stephane 
Chiocci from Diamond Creek is flattered to get the chance 
to strut her stuff on the sport’s biggest stage.  
“I’m honoured to have been drafted in the first place, but 
to go pick number two to the doggies, I am absolutely 
wrapped,” she said. 
“I mean, it’s the home of football and if we can get a big 
crowd to come and watch us it will be amazing.”
Chiocci and the rest of the Bulldogs squad will be coached 
by current VFL Port Melbourne assistant coach, Peta 
Searle, who has a proven track record as both a player and 
coach, and is one of only two female coaches in Australia 
with a level three accreditation. 
In the opposition box will be Michelle Cowan leading 
the Demons, who also has extensive coaching experience 
from her time in Western Australia.
Drafted by the Demons at pick nine, Lou Wotton from the 
Eastern Devils said that the match was a huge stepping 
stone for female football. 
“I think it is really positive for women’s football and to 
get some recognition from the AFL is great,” Wotten said. 

“There are still people out there that don’t know that 
women play football and that the league has been running 
for 25 years, so I think this will be a great opportunity to 
get the league and other female football out there.”
Injured AFL players, Jack Grimes from Melbourne and 
Shaun Higgins from the Western Bulldogs will be involved 
in the exhibition match too, assisting in the coaching 
aspects of the game.
Sidelined with a nasty foot injury for the rest of the season, 
Higgins said he was honoured to be involved in the historic 
milestone and said that the women had some terrific skills. 
“Based on today with a little bit of a kick and a handball the 
girls have got really good skills....so I’m looking forward 
to getting involved in it and training.”
The 25 year-old also called upon all AFL members and 
fans to attend the match to support the game.  
“It will be great to get as many supporters not just of the 
two clubs involved, but of the AFL to support Women’s 
Round and it will be great obviously on the MCG, the 
home of football.”
The first all-female match will kick off at 5:10pm at the 
MCG, with the AFL’s Round 14 clash between Melbourne 
and the Western Bulldogs to be followed at 7:40pm.

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Everything is in readiness for play to get underway. 
The controlling field umpire approaches the centre 
circle and tosses the football high into the air. 
Before the two ruckmen contest the ball, one of the 
boundary umpires blows their whistle and indicates 
that a player has stepped over the circle square. As 
per the rules, a free kick is paid in the middle of the 
ground and the game continues.
Law 11.3.4 in the AFL Laws of Australian Football 
(2013) refers to the number of players permitted in 
the centre square when the football is being bounced 
or thrown up by the umpire. The rule is the same 
for the start of a quarter or when play recommences 
after a goal has been scored. Only four players from 
each team are allowed in that area at that time.
From the moment the controlling field umpire 
commences his or her approach to the centre circle, 
until the ball hits the ground when the umpire 
bounces it or until the football leaves the umpire’s 
hand when it is being thrown up, no other player 
or club official can enter the centre square. If 
another player or official enters that zone, one of 
the boundary umpires, who sees the infringement, 
blows his or her whistle and calls out which team 
is being penalised. The field umpire signals time on 
and awards a free kick to the player of the opposing 
team who is the closest to the centre circle.
All the above is pretty straight forward although 
there are some variations to the rule which may 
occasionally occur. If a player is physically pushed 
or forced into the centre square at the time of a circle 
bounce or throw up, then a free kick is given against 
the player who caused the infringement. Also, for 
this rule, the advantage law doesn’t apply. If players 
or officials from both teams enter the centre square 
breaking the rule simultaneously, the field umpire 
shall blow his or her whistle and direct all the 
offending personnel to leave. When they have left 
the area, play is then re-commenced with a bounce 
or throw-up of the football in the centre circle.
If there is an injured player receiving treatment in 
the centre square when there is a centre bounce or 
throw up, the field umpire will direct the player to 
leave the centre square. In this situation, play does 
not re-start until the player has vacated the centre 
square. If the injured player doesn’t leave the centre 
square when requested by the field umpire, a free 
kick will be awarded to the opposition team. This 

is taken by the player who is closest to the centre 
circle. If the injured player requires a stretcher, then 
the field umpire stops the play until the stretcher has 
left the playing surface.
All players should be well aware of this rule but 
many not understand all the different variations. 
Nowadays, coaches do not appreciate when one or 
more of their players enters the centre circle at the 
wrong time, contravenes this law and gifts a free 
kick to the opposition. It tends not to happen very 
often but it still does.

The Centre Square Rule

North Sunshine’s senior squad was first fielded in 
1971/2, after originally starting out as a running club. 
Known to many these days as the ‘The Roadrunners’ 
and or  ‘Crossroads’, the origin of the club’s two 
nicknames came from a priest who is said to have 
founded the club, who had to cross the road to play 
footy.
“It’s a story I heard when I started at this club,” 
current club trainer Julian Camilleri commented.
Camilleri has been at the North Sunshine Football 
Club the longest, and is one of only a few living life 
members. When asked how the ground and change 
rooms had altered since the beginning of the club, he 
exclaimed, “Oh, still the same!”
Whilst the current clubrooms have been up for 
more than 70 years, come September they will be 
demolished and a new club facility will be completed 
by the second round of the 2014 season.
“At first they were going to talk about refurbishing, 
but they are going to knock the two buildings down 
and make one big building,” club president Ray 
Portelli explained.
“There’ll be a small eatery where 
you can sit down and watch footy, 
a bigger trainer’s room, bigger 
change rooms and it’ll be more 
user friendly for both sexes.”
Throughout its proud history, just 
three of the club’s players have 
made it to play at the highest level.
Anthony Stockwell left the club 
at the age of 16 when he went to 
play for the Footscray Football 
Club. He represented the reserves 
squad, and later transferred to the 
Richmond reserves.
In the 90s, Danny Del-Re was also 
drafted to the Bulldogs. Playing 
as a full-forward, he played 62 
games and kicked 139 goals over 
five seasons.

The most recent 
Roadrunner to have 
made it to the AFL 
is 19-year-old Will 
Hoskin-Elliott who 
played his junior football 
at North Sunshine, 
before being drafted to 
Greater Western Sydney 
in 2011, at pick number 
four in the National Draft.
Hoskin-Elliott is also the club’s number one ticket 
holder, of which the club hasn’t had for a long time.
Having not fielded a junior team for a considerable 
time, 
Having not fielded a junior team for a considerable 
time, Portelli expressed an interest in allowing local 
schools to use the club facilities, as a way to increase 
the interest in junior players in the hope of one day 
fielding  a junior side in the near future. 
“We’re quite happy to join with the council if schools 
want to play school footy here, they’d have a key to 
get in to use the facilities.”
Camilleri added, “We used to have juniors, and we 
used to be a stronger club. We’d like to get the juniors 
back here... you need the juniors to help the club.”
