There are few players throughout the WRFL who can 
say that they have played over 500 games, and there 
are even fewer to say this, and remain a one club player 
throughout their career.

“I will sit down at the end of the footy season and make 
my decision as to whether I have anything else to offer 
the club,” he said. 
Regardless how many more games he has left in the 
tank, Marshall’s passion for the St. Albans football club 
will continue to live on, with the hope of coaching for 
the club in the future. 
“I would love to coach in some form and help out with 
the committee again, because playing for the Saints isn’t 
the only reason I put my body through the ringer each 
week….but it’s mainly because I love the St. Albans FC 
and all the people that make it what it is,” Marshall said. 
“I would like to take this opportunity to thank all of my 
coaches over the years, as in some form or another, they 
have all helped shape me as a player and I have learnt 
many valuable lessons both on-field from each of them.”

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Walking through the doors at Whitten Oval, 
football fans can escape to another era, turning back 
the clock to get a glimpse at some of the Western 
Bulldogs most precious treasures, in the new 
Bulldogs Museum at Whitten Oval.

Whilst having only one premiership to their name 
over their 130 year history, the sons of the west have 
a lot to be proud of, showcasing items from their 
rich and colourful heritage which have played a part 
in shaping the club since its inception in the 1800s.

People of ages can get up close to the club’s one and 
only day time 1954 Premiership cup, as well as the 
2010 NAB Cup, and discover the origins of the old 
red, white and blue hooped jumpers.

There are also 12 heritage cabinets full of numerous 
memorabilia items including Charlie Sutton’s Jock 
McHale Medal, old player boots, multiple VFA 
Premiership trophies, player badges, and even the 
original game ball from the 1954 Premiership. 

Commissioned by the club in 2002, the Team of the 
Century painting by Jamie Cooper is also on display 
for the community to see, with the great Ted Whitten 
running out to a guard of honour on Western Oval, 
to celebrate the greatest Bulldogs team of all time.  

Associate Professor in Sport History at Victoria 
University, Rob Hess, is the Western Bulldogs 
resident historian, who along with his team, put 
together the heritage cabinets in the Museum. 

“I have been surprised and impressed by the 
amazing range of objects that the club has 

managed to preserve over time- everything from a 
handwritten letter of thanks to a supporter penned 
in the nineteenth century, to the mechanism used to 
operate the old scoreboard, not to mention a vast 
array of cups, trophies and medallions,” Hess said.

“It’s been one of the most satisfying experiences of 
my professional career, uncovering the story behind 
each object, especially when new discoveries 
are made, such as Harry Hickey’s long forgotten 
trophy.”

Named on the wing in the Bulldogs Team of the 
Century, Triple Best and Fairest winner, and former 
captain, Harry Hickey’s 1939 Most valuable Service 
Trophy is displayed proudly in the museum, after it 
was discover in a Seaford backyard, late last year. 

In addition, the Cabinets celebrate numerous 
icons of the west, such as premiership captain/
coach Charlie Sutton, Doug Hawkins, Chris Grant, 
and Brad Johnson, Brownlow medalists in Tony 
Liberatore, Scott Wynd and Adam Cooney and 
of course all the memorable times from the 60s 
through to the 90s. 

The Footscray/Western Bulldogs Hall of Fame also 
takes pride of place in the Museum, honoring those 
people whose involvement and contribution to the 
club have been significant and memorable, paying 
tribute to 37 inductees including John Schultz, 
Brian Royal, Jack Collins, Allan Hopkins and Scott 
West.

Located at Whitten Oval, the Bulldogs Museum is 
free for everyone to visit, opening from 9am-5pm 
every weekday, and on Saturday between 9am-2pm.

Dale Morris enjoys the Hall of Fame  
with Club Legend John Schultz
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Len Murphy has been involved with the 
Spotswood Football Club for more than 50 
years, first joining the club as a 13 year old, in 
the Under 16’s team. 

Since his debut in 1961, Len ‘Spud’ Murphy 
continues to have a presence at the SFC today, 
currently taking on the role as head of the 
supporter group.

“The nickname Spud came because over in 
Ireland, Murphy’s were called ‘Spuds,’ and my 
grandparents had a fruit shop in Spotswood, so 
naturally I was called Spud,” Murphy said.

Murphy has received a number of honours 
throughout his time at Spotswood, including 
being awarded the AFL Victoria Volunteer of 
the Year award in 2010, Life Membership of the 
WRFL and at Spotswood, and was named as a 
ruck in Spotswood’s Team of the Century.

Since retiring from playing in 1981, Murphy and 
his family have continued to be heavily involved 
with the club.

“I still run the supporter group, and my wife runs 
the canteen,” Murphy said. 

“There’s been four generations of Murphy’s play 
at Spotswood. My son played there and I have 
five grandchildren playing there too.”

Murphy’s various roles at the club have included 
running the supporter group since 1981 and 
filling the role of vice-president for over twenty 
years.

A 260 game and seven time premiership player, 
‘Spud’ also had a very unique pre-game ritual, 
back in his playing days.

“I used to like to have a couple of beers before 
the game,” Murphy said.

“How that started was one day I walked into 
the pub to get a lift to the game and one of our 
life members was there, and I ordered a lemon 
squash and he said to me what are you doing? If 
you’re going to have that you might as well have 
a beer, it’s all liquid going into you.”

“So the next week before the game I went there 
and had a beer and I played pretty well that day, 
so that’s how that started,’ Murphy said.

Collecting such an array of achievements, 
throughout his 50 years with Spotswood, it’s safe 
to say that ‘Spud’ is one of the WRFL’s true club 
legends of the game.

Len Murphy from Spotswood Football Club
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After many years of planning, the newly renovated 
Hogans Road Reserve Pavilion has been declared open 
for business for season 2013. 
Originally planning the idea of having a pavilion 10 years 
ago, the Hoppers Crossing Sports Club officially began 
putting ideas into action in 2004, after managing to raise 
over $2.5million for the first stage of the three part master 
plan to be completed. 
Stage One of the development has seen the re-alignment 
of the two football ovals, allowing for more space between 
the two grounds for the pavilion to be situated. 
The Pavilion includes brand new change rooms with toilets 
and showers, a fully functional canteen, community room; 
umpires change rooms, trainers’ rooms and gymnasium.
The Hoppers Crossing Sports Club is made up of several 
sporting clubs including netball, darts, swimming, fishing, 
golf, basketball, cricket and a football club, who will all 
benefit from the new facilities. 
Officially opening the new Pavilion on March 26, 
President of the Hoppers Crossing Sports Club (HCSC), 
Darren Hellmann, is extremely proud of what his club 
have been able to achieve. 
“It’s great to see that this is what you can achieve when 
you’re patient and have a long term plan. There have been 
many changes to the circumstances regarding financing 
and the timing of this development so we are very satisfied 
to have the first stage behind us and we now have a facility 
which we can be proud of Hellmann said. 
In conjunction with the HCSC, the Wyndham Council 
have also contributed to the redevelopments,  providing 
financial support for the re-alignment of the ovals, cricket 
nets, lighting, goal posts, netting, new car-parking, 
coaches boxes and landscaping.
“The commitment the council has made is near on $5 
million, and their willingness to sit down with us every 
month and go through the plans for the pavilion and 
reserve has been fantastic,” Hellmann said. 
“We want to give our sporting clubs the best possible 
opportunity to perform at their maximum potential, 
and I don’t think people understand just how much of a 
commitment the council have made, to make this a reality 
for us.”
Originally planning to have the developments completed 
before Christmas last year, heavy winter rains saw 
construction delayed for six weeks. 
“We are still in for some more disruptions over the 12 
months or so due to Council car park works, but the worst 
of it is behind us now and we can enjoy the new facilities.”

Stage Two of the master plan will involve the construction 
of a sports bar, which will join onto the current change 
rooms, whilst the old change rooms are set to be turned 
into a fully functional bistro.
“Eventually, in the future we will be looking to extend 
upstairs to build a function centre, including lifts for 
more access, but I don’t even want to put a timeframe 
on its completion, because it’s all relative to finances.” 
Hellmann said. 
The HCSC President was quick to express his gratitude to 
all the people who have contributed to the development of 
the new facilities, in particularly to the General Manager 
George Csfio. 
“There hasn’t been anyone else who has put in more time 
and effort into this than George, and he has been fantastic 
in getting this all up and running. I’d also like to thank the 
HCSC Board, ex-mayor Kim McAliney for her support 
of the project, the Wyndham Council, and all of our 
members who have put both time and money into this, 
your support has been truly appreciated and the result is 
there for all to see.”
