Whilst we may all barrack for different teams, one 
thing all football fans can agree on is the importance 
of paying respect to the brave men and women who 
lost their lives fighting for our country and our 
freedom. 

Held in conjunction with the Manor Lakes Football 
Club, WRFL and Sunshine RSL, the Braybrook 
Sporting Club will host their fourth annual Anzac 
Day match at Pennell Reserve on Thursday.

This year’s Anzac Day clash will see Braybrook 
take on the league newcomers in Manor Lakes, who 
chalked up their third straight win for the season, 
over Sanctuary Lakes last weekend. 

Braybrook Sporting Club administrator, Suellen 
Isherwood, and Club Treasurer, Frank Smith are 
delighted to be involved in organising the Anzac 
Day Service once again and hope that it will be 
an ongoing event, like the AFL’s traditional match 
between Essendon and Collingwood. 

“This is our fourth year holding this auspicious 
occasion, and we would be honoured to make it a 
permanent event every year,” Isherwood said. 

Commencing at 1:30pm, Braybrook President, Paul 
May, will open the Anzac Day Service, with City 
of Maribyrnong Lord Mayor councillor Catherine 
Cummings to say a few words. 

President of the Sunshine RSL, David Twidle, will 
commence the Last Post, and the Australian flag 
will be raised.

Wreaths will be placed at the foot of the flag and 
all players will wear black arm bands as a sign of 
respect for the Anzacs, with Cr Catherine Cummings 
to toss the coin, ahead of the seniors match at 2pm. 

“The number of people who have been in attendance 
over the past three Anzac Day matches we’ve had 
has been spectacular, and the support from the 
broader community never ceases to amaze us,” 
Isherwood said. 

In his eighth year as the President of Sunshine RSL, 
David Twidle is happy to be a part of the day, and is 

grateful to the Braybrook Sporting Club for hosting 
the event over the past four years. 

“Anzac Day is a great time to reflect on what 
our diggers have been able to achieve, and to 
commemorate those who have sacrificed everything 
to give us what we have today,” he said. 

“It’s a very good thing that the Braybrook Sporting 
Club is doing, and I look forward to being a part of 
the ceremony each year.”

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Long-time strugglers North Sunshine 
Roadrunners got the biggest of all 
monkeys off their back last weekend, 
when they delivered an emphatic 
21 point victory over the Laverton 
Magpies at Dempster Park on 
Saturday afternoon. 

The boys from the Crossroads 
were very determined and led at 
every change, holding off a defiant 
Laverton side during the last quarter 
to send the Dempster Park faithful 
into a frenzy. 

Much relief and jubilation was seen 
from both players and supporters, as 
the triumphant victory recorded the 
club’s first win since July 26, 2008, breaking an 
incredible 68 game straight losing streak. 

Having not won a first quarter since their last win 
in 2008, the home side found the middle of the big 
sticks three times, to the Magpies two, taking an 11 
point buffer into the second term. 

The Magpies stepped it up a gear, 
kicking five goals in the second 
quarter, to the Roadrunners three, 
making it a one point contest at half 
time, 6.9. 45 to the Magpies 7.2.44.

A tremendous six goal to one, 
third term saw North Sunshine in 
unfamiliar territory, with a strong 
32 point lead heading into the last 
quarter of the game.

Whilst the Magpies fought back 
in the final term, the Roadrunner 
crowd cheered their boys onto a well 
deserved 21 point win, with an end 
result of 14.12.96 to the Magpies 
12.3.75.

Being on the receiving end of a record breaking 401 
point massacre at the hands of Albanvale in 2008, 
the win is a huge morale booster for all involved, 
lifting them off the bottom of the ladder for the first 
time in as many years.

Showing the benefits of a solid pre-season, North 
Sunshine had an even spread of good players 
across the field over the day.

He and Nigerian born man mountain, 
Mikey Nnadiwekwe, were clearly the dominant 
big men on the day and this allowed Coach Rick 
Charles the luxury of having a resting tall in the 
forward 50. 

Brent White continued his good form for the 
Roadrunners, relentlessly getting the ball 
moving his team’s way and last year’s captain 
Johnny Portelli won the club’s one percenter 
award for a plucky performance controlling half 
back with Matthew Mallach. Not to be outdone, 
fan favourite Hung Phan, made a strong return 
to the senior side, setting the standard for his 
team by putting his head over the ball all day, 
sustaining a strong physical presence for four 
quarters.

Whilst the North Sunshine Football Club were 
happy with the win, it was unfortunately marred 
by an incident where Laverton Magpies player, 
Nathan Wilson, was concussed and taken to 
hospital by the ambulance in an regrettable set of 
events. North Sunshine extends its best wishes 
to Nathan, and hopes for his speedy recovery in 
the near future. In addition to this, Chris Leach 
of the Roadrunners broke his collarbone in the 
first quarter illustrating just what a physical 
contest it was.

Nevertheless, tears and beers flowed aplenty in 
the rooms after the game, the victory so historic, 

that is caused the Channel Seven Sunday night 
news team to do a feature report on the event the 
following night. 

For North Sunshine though, the win is a just reward 
for not only those who were directly involved in the 
success, but for the whole club in general, proving 
that with hard work, further conquests are just 
around the corner.

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Port Melbourne Colts’ stalwart ‘Luscious’ Les 
Stuart has been involved with the club for 25 years, 
covering a number of key roles that often going 
unrecognised around a football club.

The 61-year-old has been involved as a bar manager, 
junior administrator and coach, in charge of ground 
reports and washing the players jumpers, just to 
name a few.

“I reckon I’ve got probably ten years left in me,” 
said Les, “ it’s starting to get harder handling all the 
jobs I do, strapping the players, working the bar as 
well, but I’ll still be involved with the club, I’ll still 
help the sheds.”

Les played out his final years of football at Balwyn 
Combine before a horrific injury ended his playing 
days.

“I injured my knee one day really badly, it needed a 
full rebuild, full reconstruction. They gave me 115 
internal stitches because I dislodged it that far and I 
stopped playing after that,” said Les.

Les moved to the Port Melbourne area in 1976, and 
as soon as his son was old enough to play, he came 
down to the Colts.

“Young Luke was six so we took him down there for 
a run, we thought we’d get him into the footy team 
to smarten him up a bit,” said Les.

“There were 30 kids running around and I offered to 
help out the coach and became assistant coach of the 
team from there,” said Les.

A Life Member at Port Melbourne, Les has seen 
plenty of great times over the journey, including 
four premierships in his time at the club.

“The biggest kick I’ve got out of it is the captain of 
the seniors, I coached him two years in under 10’s 
and its great seeing these kids grow into such good 
footballers,” said Les.

As a non-player, ‘Lush’ still had his pre-game 
superstition, which served him for roughly ten 
years.

“I wouldn’t shave the day before a game,” said Les, 
“I used to shave before the games, then we lost a 
few in a row and one day I didn’t shave and we won, 

so I stuck with it, and it worked because we were a 
pretty successful team in those days.”

With neither his sons, nor himself playing at the 
club anymore, the fact that Les has continued to 
support the club for such a long time, makes him a 
true club legend.

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There’s a lot in common between Brodie Moles and 
James Mulligan.
The pair not only rose to prominence wearing the 
colours of the Western Bulldogs, but are now continuing 
their playing days in the WRFL, at Hoppers Crossing. 
That’s not all. Both originated from outside Victoria, 
Moles from Tasmania; Mulligan hailing from 
Queensland.  
To top it off, both were coaxed into joining the Warriors 
with a little help from a close mate. 
Close friend of Moles, is Kade Carey, a current senior 
listed player and nephew of the great Wayne Carey, who 
he played a bit of footy with while at Geelong. 
“He sort of rang me up and said I’ve got a good club for 
you and we’d love to have you on board,” he said. 
“It all happened pretty quick really, I went up to Hoppers 
one night and signed that night.” 
It all started for Moles down the freeway in Geelong, 
where after two fruitless seasons, his time at the cattery 
came to an end. 
At 24 years of age, after getting drafted from Glenorchy, 
Moles found himself back to square one, instead this 
time hoping for his chance via the rookie draft. 
Leading up, he only heard from Hawthorn and the 
Bulldogs, and in the end, it was Whitten Oval where he 
would end up. 
Since he arrived in late 2009, Moles quickly established 
himself as a mature age revelation, carving out 13 games 
in his first season. 
A dislocated shoulder kept Moles sidelined for a year, 
and he struggled to break back into the side, under the 
new coach Brendan McCarthy.  
“He sort of had in his mindset to blood some new kids, 
and I was at an age where I was 27 and an older type,” 
he said. 
But Moles does not shy away from the fact his defensive 
game did let him down at times.  
“It’s probably not one of my more stronger points, and 
I’m sure that would’ve added to it (delisting).” 
Also finding the same fate at the end of last season was 
the Dogs versatile big man James Mulligan. 
Standing at about 200cm tall, the former Surfers 
Paradise junior excelled across all sports, be it athletics 
or rugby. 
In just his first season playing footy, he made the 
Queensland U16s side in 2005. A few years on, and the 
Bulldogs snapped up the athletic utility in the pre-season 

draft where he’d 
eventually be offered 
a two-year contract 
in 2010. 
Fast forward a couple 
of years, and the love 
was gone. 
“I think it was about 
July or August 
last year I actually 
walked away from 
football,” he said. 
“Wasn’t really going 
to play football 
again, but I suppose 
having a little bit of 
fun down at local 
footy is a bit different 
and a lot less 
pressure to playing 
professionally.” 
The personal trainer 
only managed a 
couple of games for 
Williamstown in the 
VFL last year due to 
an Achilles injury. 
As for returning to the sunshine state, Mulligan said 
that’s not a viable option. 
“I’ve been down here for five years now, so I’ve bought 
a house down here, I’ve got to finish my university and 
my girlfriend lives down here.” 
Instead a few words from the Bulldogs electrician John 
Culhane, who doubles as Hoppers’ senior team manager, 
helped lure Mulligan to the Warriors. 
“I was at Skip’s (Wayde Skipper) wedding a couple of 
years ago and I met Johnny, and then I kept seeing him 
around the club…and he asked me whether I wanted to 
come down.” 
The answer was yes. Not just from Mulligan, but also 
Moles to call Hoppers home in 2013. 
“Me and Molesy are good mates, we’ve played a fair 
bit of footy together, it’s good to have him down there,” 
said Mulligan. 
Hoppers Crossing has the bye this week and will return 
in round four next Saturday against the Yarraville-
Seddon Eagles at home, at 2.15pm.
