A quick glance around the 120-
plus WRFL matches played 
across Melbourne’s west each 
weekend reveals the unique 
multicultural makeup of our 
community.  Any doubts 
would be quickly dispelled by 
examination of team sheets, 

where correct pronunciation of the myriad names 
is a challenge in itself!  It’s clear that the western 
region is the mixing bowls for cultures from all 
parts of the world.
Australian Football has been an important catalyst 
for the integration of successive waves of immigrants 
to this country over the past seventy years.  In the 
1950s, 60s and 70s it was the Europeans who first 
learnt then came to dominate the game at all levels, 
both on and off the field.  The 1970s, 80s and 90s 
featured a mainly Asian migrant stream who, while 
not as prominent in our game, still made their mark 
and now account for a significant number of AFL 
club members.  The 1980s and 90s saw the arrival 
of large numbers from middle-eastern countries, 
especially from Lebanon who have again adapted 
well as players at community and AFL levels.  Our 
own Bachar Houli started his career at Spotswood 
and has gone on to stardom at Essendon and 
Richmond.
The current wave of newcomers is dominated 
by families of African origin.  They have quickly 
established a prominent face in the game, 
with another WRFL graduate Majak Daw (ex-
Wyndhamvale) blazing the trail at North Melbourne 
as the first Sudanese-born AFL player.

The WRFL has played a huge role in the integration 
and development of the multi-cultural face of 
today’s football.  More than any other, this League 
has contributed to the success and popularity of the 
game as one fit for the world stage.  It’s disappointing 
then to hear the abuse and vilification voiced by 
a troublesome minority of players and spectators 
towards players and umpires from non-Australian 
backgrounds.  Already this season we have received 
three official charges of vilification that will need to 
undergo mediation.  This is unforgivable, especially 
as all players and the parents of juniors sign-off on 
a code of conduct that specifically outlaws any form 
of abuse or vilification.

Our game has benefited greatly from the 
involvement of players and officials from all corners 
of the globe.  The vast majority of WRFL followers 
have welcomed them into the fold and are proud 
of their achievements.  There is no room for any 
form of racial or religious intolerance in our game 
and those who would seek to perpetrate it are not 
welcome.  Everyone has a responsibility to ensure 
that our games remain a friendly and welcoming 
environment to everyone, no matter what their 
origin.  The WRFL Board has a zero-tolerance 
attitude to vilification.  We trust that all players, 
official and spectators will heed the call to ensure 
that the WRFL is seen as a model for Australian 
Football.

John Purches of Albanvale FC

John ‘Purcho’ Purches has been honoured by the 
Brimbank City Council for his volunteer work with 
the Albanvale Football Club.

Ex-Spotswood player Spencer White becomes a Saint

It’s easy to see why St.Kilda 
chose Spencer White at pick 
#25 in the 2012 AFL national 
draft.

Standing at 196cm, he has 
all the makings of a future 
AFL star, with many already 
comparing him to Hawthorn 
spearhead, Lance Buddy 
Franklin. 

Picking up the football when 
he was eight years old, White 
began his junior career with 
the Research Football Club 
playing with the side for two 
years, before moving to play 
for the Macleod Football Club.

“I moved around a bit in my 
junior career, playing football 
at Research, until I moved 
house and started playing for 
Macleod,” White said. 

Having moved to Williamstown, White pulled on 
the emerald and gold, playing for Spotswood in the 
U16s, before playing in the WRFL’s interleague 
squad. 

“I played interleague for a few years then got invited 
to the Western Jets where I played 16’s and then 18’s 
for two years, before I was picked up by St.Kilda last 
year,” White explained. 

Running the 20m sprint in 2.89sec and having an 
incredible leap, the 19-year-old will be a tough 
opponent for any defender and is only going to get 
bigger with maturity.

“I love footy because I have played it all my life, and 
there is no better feeling than getting a win with your 
team mates. I love the challenge and the fact that you 
always have areas to improve on.”

White seems to have the X-factor all AFL teams look 
for, kicking a spectacular long running goal-similar 
to that of Buddy Franklin, for VFL affiliate side 
Sandringham last week.

Playing in the same team as Riewoldt and Koschitzke, 
White now has the best possible chance to learn from 

some of the great key forwards from the last decade. 

“My role model would definitely be Nick Riewoldt, 
especially since I came to the club he has been 
huge for my development and has been an elite key 
forward for many years,” White said.

Recovering from a wrist injury late last year, the 
young Saint said it wasn’t easy getting to where he is 
now, and puts it all down to hard work.

“The best advice I got as a junior was that talent 
means nothing without hard work,” he said. 

“I think it is so important to give everything if you 
want to make it big, and that might mean you have to 
make sacrifices but ultimately it is worth it.”

With exceptional marking ability and the flexibility 
to play back and as a forward, we are sure to be 
seeing a lot more of Spencer White in the future, as 
he may just be the key to help the Saints capture that 
elusive premiership.

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A year after the Footscray District Football League’s 
inception, the precursor of today’s Western Region 
Football League, the West Footscray Roosters enter 
the competition in 1932. 
It didn’t take them long for the club to taste 
premiership success either, finishing atop eleven 
other sides in 1934 and 1935, and winning a total of 
five premierships, the most recent in 2007.
In the 50s, the club moved to Kevin Shorten Reserve, 
where they are currently based at today. Fast forward 
63 years, and the venue still features the 1930s-style 
coach’s shelters, with the tough metal structures 
reminiscent of the Sydney Harbour Bridge. 
Over the years, the club has had a rich history 
shared with Braybrook, participating in the only 
FDFL/WRFL Senior Grand Final draw to date. The 
Brookers, entering the match as favourites, kicked a 
final minute goal in wet weather to tie the scores.
In more recent times, the Roosters played the 2012 
ANZAC Day match, once again against Braybrook. 
Having met each other in five FDFL Grand Finals 
between 1942 and 1947, as World War II was coming 

to a close, it was a 
fitting Anzac clash, 
with the Roosters 
running out 76-point 
victors. 
Arguably one of the 
best products from 
West Footscray 
FC was the New 
Zealand-born Marty McDonnell. He was recruited 
to Footscray Football Club in 1939, after being a 
standout defender in the FDFL. He also pulled on the 
Big V eight times in his career, where he was once 
again exceptional.
In his war-interrupted eleven year career, McDonnell 
played 92 games of which he polled 19 Brownlow 
votes. Had it not been for World War II, which 
coincided during the peak of his career, he would 
have been a household name, and one of the greatest 
defenders at the highest level.
A more well-known West Footscray star, who made it 
to the highest level, was three-year Footscray captain 
Laurie Sandilands. Born in Seddon and living in 
Maidstone, he first played football at North Footscray 
Primary School.
He joined the Roosters’ Under 16 squad, and was 
skilled enough to play both U16s and U18s games. 
The Footscray Football Club invited him to train with 
the U19s where he represented the side in the thirds.
In 1966, he made his senior debut. A key forward, 
he topped the Bulldogs’ goal kicking from 1972 to 
1975. In 1978, after playing 160 games and booting 
228 goals, he moved to Collingwood to for one final 
season.
Today, the club currently have approximately 180 
players, ranging from Auskick to senior level.
Whilst both the Division Two Seniors and Reserves 
are sitting 11th on the ladder with just the one win, 
the club’s U18 side is doing well this season, placed 
third on the ladder with three wins to their name. 
The Roosters next Senior/Reserves match will be 
played against Albanvale at Robert Bruce Oval on 
Saturday at 2:15pm.

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Football is played right across our great country at 
all levels. Whether it be out in the local streets or 
down at the nearby park, many people enjoy having 
a kick in various places without worrying too much 
about the intricate rules of the game. 

In the Laws of Australian Football (published in 
2013) there is just one rule that applies to all other 
competitions except the AFL. It is Law 20. This is 
the Order Off Rule and the majority of local football 
fans would have witnessed it in action within the 
WRFL on more than one occasion.

In the WRFL, every field umpire carries with them 
a yellow card and a red card onto the field of play. 
If either a player or an official commits a reportable 
offence, then they are shown a yellow card and 
ordered off the playing field for 15 minutes. 

This 15minutes is actual playing time and does not 
begin until the timekeepers are notified. This player 
or official cannot be replaced and the law states that 
it is up to the umpire whether or not to report the 
offender.

If the player or official is ordered from the field 
again on a second occasion during the same match, 
then they are shown a red card. The red card means 
that they are not allowed to return to the field for 
the rest of the game and they are not to be replaced.

It is important for everyone to be aware, especially 
the players, about this next part of the rule. If 

a player is ordered from the ground for an initial 
reportable offence and then commits a second 
reportable offence prior to leaving the ground, then 
they will be given a red card. Players and officials 
who receive a red card must be reported and the 
case must be referred to the tribunal.

There is the odd occasion when a player or an 
official is given a red card without a yellow card 
being issued previously. Any player or official who 
manhandles, assaults or threatens an umpire will be 
shown a red card and immediately ordered from the 
ground for the rest of the match. They cannot be 
replaced.

If a player or club official is ordered off for the third 
time during the same season, then they are given 
an automatic one week suspension. If a fourth order 
off occurs then an automatic two week suspension 
shall be enforced. If a fifth order off happens, then 
three weeks automatic suspension is issued. Any 
additional send offs mean that the player or official 
must appear before the WRFL Board.

Hopefully during this season our football is played 
as hard fought tussles between players enjoying the 
thrills and excitement of great contests. Let’s also 
hope that the umpire’s coloured cards can stay in 
their pockets and that Law 20 is not needed very 
often during Season 2013.
